Now in its 35T year, the Strawbery Banke Museum’s candlelight stroll carries visitors into the glorious
holidays of yester-year as the 10-acre outdoor history museum and its 40 historic buildings recreate
December through the centuries in the waterfront Portsmouth neighborhood of Puddle Dock. Thousands
of decorations, hand-crafted from natural materials grown in the museum’s gardens, flickering wood-
and-glass candle lanterns, carolers around the bonfire and costumed role-players set the scene for “The
Winter Visitor.” New for 2014 is the Puddie Dock Pond, which offers outdoor ice skating daily from
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9:00 a.m. — 9:00 p.m., and Pickwick’s at Strawbery Banke, which is an immersive 19th century shopping
experience tailored to a Victorian holiday celebration. Tickets start at $23 for adults, $11.50 for children
ages 5-17 and children under five are admitted free. Family four packs of tickets are available for $58,
consisting of two adult tickets and as well as admission for all accompanying children.
